Ironbridge Open Air Museum of Steel Sculpture
Simon Davenport, Robert Filby, Lawrence Leaman and Jacques Rogers have made new works for a temporary exhibition at the Ironbridge Open Air Museum of Steel Sculpture.

The Museum, located in the Ironbridge Gorge, is a purpose built sculpture park for the display of works by the late Roy Kitchin FRBS and artists working in the tradition of steel sculpture. 

The exhibition brings together the practices of the visiting artists, which could be described as emergent or speculative, with the seeming permanence of the sculpture park.
Within a clearing between the Museum’s wooded dells and open grassland stand four steel fabrications: Sorenson, [image: image1.png]<o,
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Replica Barrier, Bookish and Darke in F. Each work represents a different response to the Museum and its collection.  In this activity the artists have offered something of their previous work in strategy or sensibility. A group exhibition is sometimes conceived with an interest in how the work of several artists might appear similar: in this case where the exhibitors have worked in a shared material, difference between practices is asserted.

A publication will be produced to document the works in situ and will be available from the Museum following the close of the exhibition.
Sorenson, Replica Barrier, Bookish and Darke in F will be exhibited alongside the Museum’s permanent collection from 3rd July to 30th September.
